 Guidelines for online articles

Please send articles in Word format, indicating the source (which body provided the text), the date and the links you would like us to include. Articles may be edited before publication.
The Web is an immediate medium that allows users to find information quickly. Users often scan the text rather than read word by word.

Around 50 % of all web readers don’t bother to even scroll down once - you have to catch their attention and convey your message in the first words they read, at the top of the page.
Below are some recommendations to help you write attractive articles.
· Structure

- choose a short and catchy title to indicate the content (max. 1 line, no acronyms);
- add a short contextualisation of the title for the abstract;
· Language: articles should be short (about 500 words), concise and written in plain English:

- structure your sentences (be clear and precise, put the doer early in the sentence, use active-voice verbs, explain uncommon/characteristic terms);
- cut out excess nouns – verb forms are livelier;
- prefer active verbs to passive - and name the agent;
- beware of nation-specific’ jargons and abbreviations;
- revise and check.
· Names and acronyms
- use proper names in original language and provide translation/explanation in brackets;
- introduce the acronyms you use, i.e. the first time provide the full term and give acronym in brackets;
