TAMTAM PROJECT
TAMTAM is not just an acronym. Above all it is an onomatopoeic word used for auspicating a wide spreading of new qualifications and an effective usage of an interesting platform.

TAMTAM is a new project, started in October 2011 with the financial support of the European Commission through the Lifelong Learning Programme - Leonardo Da Vinci. 

Two years along about twenty trade and education organizations in 9 countries will cooperate and participate to the implementation of ECVET and EQF.

The project is based on the existing platform set up in a previous European project leaded by the Dutch training centre of KCH International: TIPTOE “Testing and Implementing EQF and ECVET Principles in Trade Organizations and Education”.
The TAMTAM project aims to “Exploit the TIPTOE plAtforM by transferring ECVET and EQF semAntic tools in a Multi-sectoral perspective”.
The new sectors are: ICT, fashion/textile, mechanics/mechatronics, energetic efficiency/ green building.
TAMTAM is co-ordinated by Politecnico di Torino and gathers partners from Austria, France, Germany, Italy, Netherlands, Portugal, Slovenia, Spain and United Kingdom.

Vocational training centers and other related bodies will find on the TAMTAM platform a wide range of useful information regards mobility, transparent semantic tools, occupational and educational profiles, benchmark and empowerment of ECVET tools in sectors mentioned above. The expected outcome in the project is to improve employability thanks to an increased match between results and innovation needs “new skills for new jobs”.
